Rep. Mark Radcliffe (D-Black River Falls) wants to allow bed and breakfast establishments to offer more than breakfast to their guests. Currently, B&Bs are limited to breakfast, but under Radcliffe’s proposal that restriction would be removed. The bill would, however, limit the additional meals to renters at the B&B. “Many of the Bed and Breakfasts across the state use local or home grown products to prepare meals for their renters,” Radcliffe said in a co-sponsorship memo. “This is a way to increase tourism for bed and breakfasts that are located in remote rural areas where options for meals other than breakfast may require distant travel.” The B&Bs would not be required to have a restaurant license to provide the additional meals.
